The פָרָה אַדוּמָה is a ֹחק (a ֹחק 
is a law which we don't understand the 
reason). Even though we don't understand 
the reason the ישראל  are very careful בני 
about doing the מצוה of the אַדוּמָה  .פָרָה 
Likewise every other מצוה in the תורה, even 
those which we understand the reason, 
should be done only because 'ה told us to 
and not because it makes sense to us and we 
agree with the reason. The תורה chose פָרָה 
 to teach us this for חקֹ which is clearly a אַדוּמָה
all other מצוות.
