There was once a father who bought his son
a beautiful new suit as a special gift.

Just like in the Mashal, there is a time when
Hashem shows us the third 'gift’, the third n°2
v7pn1. When is this? On 1117 naw! 117 means a
vision. On this Shabbos Hashem gives us a
peak of the third w7p»77 n°2. Hashem hopes that
by showing us the 3rd w7p»7 n°2 we, Hashem’s
children, will ‘improve our behavior’ and do
Teshuva to be worthy of our gift - the third n°2
